This cantata is based on the medieval legend of St. Christopher,
the giant, who after vainly seekinAg the mightiest and most
powerful lord to whom to offer his devotion and his service finds
him at length in the Christ, whom he bears through the raging
flood in the guise of a little child. The events of the narration
are unrolled before the hearer in the form of highly effective
dramatic pictures, their connection emphasized by the chorus in
a descriptive and commentative manner. The entire composi-
tion shows great unity of conception, and the working-out of
the individual musical pictures everywhere testifies to the artistic
spirit and the free hand of a real master. The section from the
beginning of the trio, ‘* Over us stars shine,”” to the end of the
movement is one of the most beautiful examples of choral writ-
ing that the nineteenth century has produced in the field of
sacred oratorio. This edition of this valuable work is entirely
free from the many textual and musical imperfections of the
foreign original with which, typographically as well, it compares
most favorably.

The dramatic circumstances of the conversion of St. Paul have supplied
the authors of this work with a theme whose constant appropriateness fits it for
general use, use on Saints’ days and for the solemn festivals of the church.
The text, arranged from the Scriptures and the Hymnal, has found admirable
expression in music of dignity, charm, and power, varied with taste and skill
in character, tempo, and rhythmic and harmonic inflection as the changing
demands of the words preseribe.

The work, which is of moderate length, is divided into three parts, all of
which can be used separately.  The music is not very difficult, and there are
solos for tenor (or soprano) and haritone. The time of performance for the
entire composition is about forty minutes, and it will he welcomed by organists
who are looking for a sacred cantata that is short, serviceable and not over-hard.

Composed for, and first performed at the Birmingham Festival in 1885,
Sir Michael Costa’s oratorio “Eli” has ever since maintained its place in the
affections of lovers of sacred musie. It has been best described by the music
critic John Sullivan Dwight, who spoke of it as a “noble and impressive
oratorio; a composition learned and musician-like, generally appropriate, taste-
ful and dignified, often beautiful and occasionally grand.” The entire work
shows a mind imbued with the traditions familiar to the best masters of the
art, a scholarly command of musical resource and a thorough knowledge of
effect and color. The editions of this work hitherto available have been con-
spicuously lacking in the very particulars that make this newly-revised and
carefully edited issue especially desirable, namely, musical and textual accuracy
and typographical excellence.
