Syftet med Levande Musikarv ir att tillgingliggora den dolda svenska
musikskatten och gora den till en sjilvklar del av dagens repertoar och
forskning. Detta sker genom notutgavor av musik som inte lingre ir skyd-
dad av upphovsritten, samt texter om tonsittarna och deras verk. Texterna
publiceras i projektets databas pé internet, liksom fritt nedladdningsbara
notutgévor. Huvudman 4r Kungl. Musikaliska akademien i samarbete med
Musik- och teaterbiblioteket och Svensk Musik.

Kungl. Musikaliska akademien grundades 1771 av Gustav III med in-
damalet att frimja tonkonsten och musiklivet i Sverige. Numera ir akade-
mien en fristdende institution som forenar tradition med ett aktive engage-
mang i dagens och morgondagens musikliv.

Swedish Musical Heritage and
The Royal Swedish Academy of Music

The purpose of Swedish Musical Heritage is to make accessible forgotten
gems of Swedish music and make them a natural feature of the contemporary
repertoire and musicology. This it does through editions of sheet music that
is no longer protected by copyright, and texts about the composers and their
works. This material is available in the project’s online database, where the
sheet music can be freely downloaded. The project is run under the auspices
of the Royal Swedish Academy of Music in association with the Music and
Theatre Library of Sweden and Svensk Musik.

The Royal Swedish Academy of Music was founded in 1771 by King
Gustav III in order to promote the composition and performance of music in
Sweden. Today, the academy is an autonomous institution that combines tra-
dition with active engagement in the contemporary and future music scene.

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Adrian Dahl

Adrian Dahl komponerade frimst pianostycken och singer. For en sidan
produktion i mindre former var han mycket vilutbildad: piano for Hilda
Thegerstré')m, harmonilidra och kontrapunkt for Ludvig Norman och Wilhelm
Heintze, ddrutsver studier i Paris for Charles-Marie Widor och Camille Saint-
Saéns. Och efter avslutad musikutbildning genomférde han studier i juridik
vid Uppsala universitet.

Gustav Adrian Dahl féddes 1864 i Stockholm. Hemmet var fyllt av mu-
sik, i férsta hand genom fadern, ridmannen K.G. Dahls stora musikintresse.
Adrian Dahls dubbla utbildningar ir en direkt spegling av faderns bada sidor.

Fastin en juridisk bana lig 8ppen for Adrian Dahl, kom han att dgna sig
helt 4t musiken. Han var inledningsvis verksam som pianist och pianopeda—
gog, direfter som musikkritiker i Social-Demolkraten, Svenska Dagbladet och
Dagen samt mellan aren 1908-28 i Svenska Morgonblader. Tillsammans med
singpedagogen Agnes Ekholm ledde han frin 1909 Populirkonsertférbundet
som arrangerade kér- och solosingskonserter for arbetarpublik.

Adrian Dahl gifte sig 1911 med Elsa Olivia Andersson (1887-1944). Han
avled i Stockholm 1935.

Merparten av Dahls pianoverk och singer 4r hillna pa en tekniskt &ver-
komlig niv4, vilket berittar att de var tinkta f6r hemmusicerande. Flera kom-
positioner f6r piano trycktes typiskt nog i Svensk musiktidnings musikbilagor.
Man kan mycket vil férestilla sig att pianopedagogen Dahl skrev musik som
passade sina elever.

Till flera sanger skrev han egna texter. Ett par av hans sanger, till exempel
"Bachanal” och "Aftonstimning”, blev ndgot av repertoarverk.

Adrian Dahl har skrivit ett enda instrumentalt kammarmusikverk, Cava-
tina fr violin och piano, vilket likvil kom i tryck.

Adrian Dahl

Adrian Dahl mainly composed piano pieces and songs. Considering that these
were smaller musical forms he was quite well educated. He studied piano with
the composer and teacher Hilda Thegerstrém and harmony and counterpoint
with Ludvig Norman and Wilhelm Heintze, and later in Paris he worked
under Charles-Marie Widor and Camille Saint-Saéns. After completing his
music education he studied law at Uppsala University.

Gustav Adrian Dahl was born in 1864 in Stockholm. His family home was
filled with music, primarily due to the strong musical interests of his father,
K.G. Dahl, who was a judge. Adrian Dahl’s education in both music and law
was a direct reflection of these two sides of his father.

Alchough a path into the legal realm lay open for him, Adrian Dahl came
to devote himself entirely to music. Initially he was active as a pianist and
piano teacher and later became a music critic for the newspapers Social-Demo-
kraten, Svenska Dagblader and Dagen as well as for Svenska Morgonblader — the
latter between 1908-28. Beginning in 1909, together with the singing teacher
Agnes Ekholm, he led the Populirkonsertférbundet (a popular concert associa-
tion), which arranged vocal concerts of choral and solo music for working
class people.

In 1911 Adrian Dahl wed Elsa Olivia Andersson (1887-1944). He died in
Stockholm in 1935.

Most of Dahl’s piano works and songs retained a technically approachable
level confirming that they were meant for amateur music making at home.
Several compositions for piano were printed, as was typical, in music supp-
lements to Svenskt musiktidning (Swedish music journal). One might well
conceive that Dahl as a piano teacher also wrote music that was well suited for
his students.

He wrote his own texts to several songs and some, such as ‘Bachanal” and
‘Aftonstimning’, became somewhat part of the song repertoire.

Adrian Dahl wrote only one instrumental chamber work, Cavatina for
violin and piano, which also was published.
