In practicing the Exercises for Strengthening the
Fourth Finger, discretion must be used in not allow-
ing the hand to become over-tired or over-strained.

In the preparation for the Double-third, the studies
on pages 18 and 19 may,also, be played in C-maj.and
D-maj.; on pages 19 and 20, in E-maj.
